Tip of the Month 
 

Reducing glare in you images can be a great challenge especially when shooting store windows 

or any scene that includes glass.  Using a Polarizing Filter is a great help in overcoming this issue.

Perfect for 

reducing reflections, enhancing colors and increasing contrast, the SIRUI Ultra Slim S-Pro Nano 

MC Circular Polarizer Filter is an outstanding choice.  Available in three sizes, 67mm, 77mm and 

82mm, this filter is extremely thin - measuring only 3.8mm.  This thin profile eliminates 

vignetting even with wide angle lenses.  The German manufactured Schott plate glass B270, has 

multi-layer, anti-reflective and protective coatings for high image quality.  This finest of quality 

polarized glass filter helps to eliminate reflections and glare, creates greater color and tonal 

saturation and reduces haze and blue cast often encountered in landscape photography.
